Issuing the license itself
may not seem like a big deal, but you have to spend time explaining the
statutes, and getting the inventory right, etc., etc., etc. Then if you
have a prdblem or complaint about a business, there are the enforcement
issues to deal with, and the statutes say the City Clerk shall enforce ...

If the NCANC Board approves something moving forward, Andy Romanet and the
League Ofﬁce would handle it for us as a statewide bill.

Below is some "example” language that shows the intent, and i'm sure Andy
and the League Staff could come up with some better language than | can.
The statutes mention "the clerk" in many places that would have to be
changed, but we can do this without taking it away frorn any Clerk who wants
to keep it. I'm sure the Clerk is the "issuer of business priviiege

licenses” in many cities or towns, so it wouldn't change anyway.
